The Region of Waterloo is launching ION bus 
rapid transit (BRT) in Cambridge on September 
7. ION BRT will travel 17 kilometres between 
the Ainslie Street transit terminal in Cambridge 
and the Fairview Park Mall transit terminal in 
Kitchener.  

ION BRT will provide a direct link to ION LRT 
at the Fairview Park Mall transit terminal when 
the service between Kitchener and Waterloo 
launches in 2017. Stage 2 ION will see ION 
BRT converted to LRT, creating a seamless 
37-kilometre route across the regionôs three 
urban centres. 

Every Friday this fall, from September 11 to 
December 18, residents can ride ION BRT for 
free to experience the new service.
